Education;
The children of CCH attend public school daily as well as attending Khmer, English, Math and Computer Skills classes in CCH. Art, Music, Dance and Drama are also included in the curriculum. Self-help and buddy systems operate as successful learning methods in CCH.
Skills Acquired in CCH:
As it is not realistic for all the children to complete a formal academic education, CCH believes these children should develop skills with which they can earn a living when adults.
The older children are encouraged to participate in sewing, tailoring, computer maintenance, cooking and silkscreen printing, as well as car maintenance, barbering and hairdressing.
All children are developing their language skills in both English and Japanese.
The children are also provided the opportunity to partake in Khmer cultural activities such as music and dance.

The Centre for Children to Happiness (CCH) is a Non-Governmental Organization founded by Ms. OSANAI Mieko and managed by Mr. Mech Sokha.
Project Background :
Poor rural families are arriving in Phnom Penh and competing for limited work opportunities in search of a better life. Most of these people are uneducated, lack skills and have no capital. Parents and children must both work to maintain a subsistence standard of living.
Garbage picking is just one of the jobs these chil​dren endure.
The city landfill is workplace and home for around 2,000 people, 600 of whom are children. Their job is to salvage from the city's waste any recyclable materials that can be sold. Plastics, glass and aluminum cans are rescued from the rubbish and exchanged for a meager income.
Violent family environments are common as frustrated parents relieve their tensions upon their children. Many children choose to leave their homes and work on the streets selling newspapers, tape cassettes, flowers or themselves.

Many others are orphaned as a result of AIDS or landmines. Orphaned children often have no other option than living on the street or off the landfill.
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The children of CCH have experienced powerless-ness in its ultimate form. Their lives have been governed by fear - fear of violence, fear of hunger and fear of remaining on the landfill for the rest of their lives. Children living on the landfill, or those who scavenge on the streets, are extremely vulnerable to a variety of physical and mental illnesses, to drug addiction, prostitution and other forms of exploitation at the hands of older children and adults.
There are around 20,000 children living on the streets of Phnom Penh.

Overall Goal of CCH:
To foster within a supportive, nurturing and positive environment, the development of education and life skills with the view to prospective employment.
Project Purpose:
1. To improve the quality of life and self-esteem of
vulnerable children.
2. To improve job opportunities through         educa​
tion and skill development.
Target children of CCH;
CCH targets needy and vulnerable children who scavenge for garbage on Stung Meanchey Municipal Landfill.
Most of the children living in CCH have been orphaned or abandoned. All have worked on the landfill in order to survive. Few ever attended public school.
Provisions:
Children in CCH are ensured three daily meals, clean clothes, sleeping materials, personal belongings and educational materials.
Health care is provided for children as well entertainment activities.
